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INTRODUCTION
SSRS conducted the 2024 Antisemitism/Israel Follow-Up Study on behalf of UJA-Federation of New York (UJA) between January 4 and February 5, 2024. The study was designed to allow UJA researchers to measure attitudes of the New York Jewish Community following the October 7, 2023 attack, and track changes compared to the 2023 New York Community Study. For the 2024 Antisemitism/Israel Follow-Up Study, SSRS collected data online, by mail and by telephone from 1,601 adults residing in Jewish households in one of the five New York City boroughs, or in Nassau, Suffolk, or Westchester County, NY (“coverage area”). Data collection was completed in three languages (n=1,574 in English, n=23 in Russian, and n=4 in Yiddish). A total of 1,203 respondents completed the 2024 Antisemitism/Israel Follow-Up Study online, 181 by outbound CATI, 22 by inbound CATI, and 195 on paper.
This report details the methodological components of the study, including: sample, questionnaire design, programming, field operations, data processing, and weighting.

The sample included 3,656 respondents who participated in the 2023 NY Jewish Community Survey, screened as a Jewish household, and agreed to participate in future surveys.

The questionnaire design was constructed by UJA, with assistance from SSRS. The questionnaire consisted of up to 35 questions. This includes questions about experiences as a Jew including antisemitism (asked only of respondents who identified as Jewish) and attitudes about Israel. Respondents were also asked about their emotional well-being.
SSRS programmed the instrument using Confirmit web/CATI software that integrates data from telephone and web data collection. The survey utilized a responsive design that would alter the layout for mobile devices. Team members reviewed all programs to confirm accuracy of skip patterns and the reasonable flow of the instrument. Testers also scanned the programs with an eye toward respondent usability – to this end, the web survey was tested on a variety of devices and platforms; including smart phones, tablets, and laptop/desktop computers, as well as Chrome, Safari, Firefox, Internet Explorer, and Microsoft Edge.

A multi-mode, multi-contact strategy was employed to elicit participation. Respondents were contacted in the language in which they completed the 2023 NY Jewish Community Survey. Contacts each asked for the person in their household who recently the Community Study of New York, the respondent-facing study name, to answer follow-up questions regarding recent events. Contacts emphasized the importance of hearing from everyone who participated in our study earlier this year. They identified the survey’s sponsor as UJA-Federation of New York and were signed by SSRS president, Melissa Herrmann. The survey was available for completion online, by phone, and through a paper questionnaire.


(1) Email Invitation:
All respondents who provided an email address as a means of future contact were first contacted by email. Invitations included a passcode-embedded survey link.
(2) Initial invitation letter:
An initial invitation letter was sent to all sample who completed the 2023 NY Jewish Community Survey online or by inbound CATI. The letter was sent as first-class mail and included the survey URL and a secure access code unique to the household address. Additionally, a QR code for direct access into the survey via mobile device was included. A toll-free number for those who did not wish to participate online was provided in the invitation.
(3) Paper Questionnaire
The second mailing included a 4-page paper questionnaire and was sent to all sample who completed the 2023 NY Jewish Community Survey by paper. The mailing also included a stamped business return envelope.
(4) Reminder Postcard
A final follow-up postcard was sent to all sample who completed the 2023 NY Jewish Community Survey online and who did not provide an email address as a means of future contact. The content of the postcard was similar to the invitation letter, reinforcing the importance of participation in the survey. It included the survey URL and a secure access code unique to the household, as well as a toll-free number and QR code.
[bookmark: Telephone_Interviewing]Telephone Interviewing
Outbound phone calls were placed to all sample who completed the 2023 NY Jewish Community Survey by outbound CATI in English or Russian. No calls took place from Friday at noon through Saturday. Calls were initiated in the language in which they completed the 2023 NY Jewish Community Survey.
Supervisors and interviewers were briefed by the project team prior to the initial mailing. This briefing covered the study objectives, screening process, as well as reviewed individual questions and pronunciations as needed. Supervisors and interviewers were provided with examples of the mailing materials provided to respondents. A FAQ document was also provided for interviewers to refer to if needed (see Appendix C).
[bookmark: _Toc12436957][bookmark: _Toc84427289][bookmark: _Hlk15470846]A toll-free number was supplied to respondents in the event they wanted to call in to ask questions about the web survey or to complete the survey over the phone with a trained interviewer. When respondents called the toll-free number, they reached an answering message directing them to dial a number for each available language (English, Russian, Yiddish). If a respondent called during call center business hours and selected English, they were connected with a live SSRS telephone interviewer in that language to complete the survey or answer any questions about the survey. If a respondent called outside of call center business hours or selected another language, they were directed to leave a voicemail, and a telephone interviewer returned their call in the selected language in the next business day.
[bookmark: SMS_Reminder]SMS Reminder
SMS outreach was implemented in conjunction with Survey160 to increase completion rates among respondents who completed the 2023 NY Jewish Community Survey by CATI. Specifically, 222 respondents who previously participated in English, using a cell phone, and who are under age 35, were contacted by text message. Live Survey160 interviewers sent a short introduction through text message, “Hi,I am (interviewer name) with SSRS. Can you answer some follow-up questions for the New York Community Study?” along with answer options. Respondents who texted back, “Yes”, or “1” were sent one follow-up message including a passcode-embedded link to the online survey. Interviewers were additionally trained to answer FAQ’s, such as who is conducting this study and why we are contacting them.
Respondents who accessed the survey via SMS yielded n=3 web completes.

WEIGHTING
[bookmark: _Toc84427304]Data were weighted to represent adults in New York (NY) Jewish households. The data were weighted by applying a base weight and balancing the demographic profile of the sample to target population parameters.
[bookmark: Design_weight]Design Weight
The initial design weight is the final trimmed respondent weight from The 2023 NY Jewish Community Survey, trimmed again to 5% on the sample of consenters. This weight is then adjusted for bias stemming from differences between willing to be recontacted and non-response. 
Recontact Propensity Adjustment
A propensity adjustment is used to correct for bias stemming from differences between respondents willing to be recontacted for a second interview, and those who are not. 
Characteristics of the respondents as measured in the initial survey were used to model their probability of consenting to be recontacted for the second survey. Propensity is modeled through logistic regression in which the dependent variable is whether a respondent agreed to be recontacted. The predictive values are calculated as the probability of a person agreeing to be recontacted.
The recontact propensity adjusted base weight (RP_BW) is calculated as product of the design weight and the inverse of the predicted probability of consent to be recontacted calculated by the logistic regression model. Variables used in this model include interview mode, sample strata, Jewish denomination, part of Jewish community, Jewish prayer service attendance, Synagogue membership, visit Israel frequency, emotional attachment to Israel, Jewish parents, county, and household language.
Non-response Adjustment
The design weights are then adjusted for nonresponse on the sample of people who agreed to be recontacted. A conditional inference tree is run to determine nonresponse adjustment cells. The nonresponse adjustment is typically done independently within classes of cases. In the inference tree model, the dependent variable is whether a person completed the recontact survey. Variables used in this model include interview mode, sample strata, gender, age, education, race/ethnicity, number of adults in household capped at 3, presence of children in household, Jewish denomination, Jewish parents, county, and household language.
The adjustment factor is calculated as:

That is, the sum of the recontact propensity adjusted base weights among all people who agreed to be recontacted, divided by the sum of the recontact propensity adjusted base weights among all cases with a completed recontact survey.
The nonresponse-adjusted base weight (NR_BW) is defined for completes only and incorporates the nonresponse adjustment factor.

The final base weight is the non-response adjusted base weight, trimmed to 5%. 
[bookmark: Raking]Raking
With the base weight applied, the data were weighted to balance the demographic profile of the sample to the target population parameters. 
Missing data in the raking variables were imputed using hot decking. Hot deck imputation replaces the missing values of a respondent randomly with another similar respondent without missing data. Hot decking was done using the hotdeck function from the R package VIM[footnoteRef:1]. Weighting was accomplished the R package ANESRAKE.[footnoteRef:2] [2:  https://cran.r-project.org/web/packages/anesrake/anesrake.pdf] 

Data were weighted to the distributions of: gender, age, education, presence of children in household, poverty, part of Jewish community, Jewish prayer service attendance, Synagogue membership, visit Israel frequency, emotional attachment to Israel, county, and household language. Benchmarks were calibrated using the respondent weight in the initial survey.
Weights were trimmed at the 5th and 95th percentiles to prevent individual interviews from having too much influence on survey-derived estimates. The table below compares unweighted and weighted sample distributions to target population benchmarks.

[bookmark: _Toc84427305]The survey’s margin of error is the largest 95% confidence interval for any estimated proportion based on the total sample — the one around 50%. For example, the margin of error for the entire sample is ± 4.5 percentage points. This means that in 95 out of every 100 samples drawn using the same methodology, estimated proportions based on the entire sample will be no more than 4.5 percentage points away from their true values in the population. Margins of error for subgroups will be larger. It is important to remember that sampling fluctuations are only one possible source of error in a survey estimate. Other sources, such as respondent selection bias, questionnaire wording, and reporting inaccuracy, may contribute additional error of greater or lesser magnitude.
